The Season 
After reliving the great events of the life of Christ, the worshipping Church spends half a year 
focusing on the teachings of Christ. The Church wears green during the season of Pentecost as the 
Spirit uses those teachings of Jesus to grow the faith of believers. The appointed lessons cover a 
great body of doctrine for faith and life. 
 

The Sunday 
Only one thing—the gospel—can create and sustain the faith that makes one God’s dear child and 
an heir of the everlasting kingdom. If you didn’t have water, you would die in a few days; without 
oxygen, in a few minutes. But without Jesus speaking to us through his Word, there is no hope for 
eternal life in heaven. We literally need the gospel more than water or oxygen. So, let us listen to 
Jesus speak, giving him our undivided attention. 
 

The Service 

Today we celebrate the Sacrament of the Altar in which we joyfully receive Christ’s body and blood, 
in, with, and under bread and wine, for the forgiveness of our sins.  As we celebrate the Sacrament 
we also give public confession of our complete unity in the Christian faith.  We invite communicant 
members of St. Lucas Lutheran Church, or of another congregation in the Wisconsin Evangelical 
Lutheran Synod (WELS) or of the Evangelical Lutheran Synod (ELS) to commune.  If you are a 
guest visiting with us today, please refrain from communing until you have spoken with our pastor.
